City Council Liaison Michelle Roman, updated the commission on the Hospital District Grant 

stating that the City has received a total of $600,000.00, $200,000.00 a year for three years for 

skate park. She stated that the district is excited about the multi-function of the park and the 

skate park. They are a health care district and liked to see all the activities. Their next board 

meeting will be in August and will provide a breakdown of the phases. 

 
Commissioner Bethel asked when we can start breaking dirt, she was advised that it must be taken 

back to Council for final approval. 

 
Bruce Blayney who was present on behalf of the Finance Committee stated that they would like 

to have 1 or 2 of the Community Services Commission members attend the next Finance 

Committee meeting to discuss plans for construction of skate park.

Park Updates – Commission Discussion – Community Services Director Adam Castaneda 

stated that he has been in touch with Brian Donovan from the High School and they are still 

interested in fabricating the BBQ grills. He stated that prices have increased so quotes will be 

adjusted, they just need to know about the design and other amenities that the City would like to 

see incorporated into the BBQ grills. 

 

Horseshoe pits – signs with instructions will be purchased from local vendor. They are still not 

being used, there are roaches in the sand this will need to be addressed. Possibly open on the 

weekend and leave them open, this will air out the sand and increase visibility. 

 

Clocks were installed at the pool.
