APPROVAL - Commissioner Cozeby made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Poynor to approve the minutes from the April 14, 2016 meeting as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS – There were no citizens present who wished to comment at this time.     

PUBLIC HEARING – AWARDING OF COMPETETIVE ALLOCATIONS FOR RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT FOR

Planning Director Holly Owen presented background on the history of the growth management ordinance and the difference between the submittals today and in 2013.  She stated that from first submittal to final subdivision is a lengthy process before any building permits are pulled.  Lennar has had an approved map for some time but building permits have not been issued.    Mike Noland stated that these are only discussed tonight for the number of units being awarded.  
The Commission discussed the following concern:

· Tentative Map approval meeting is too late to bring up concerns about design, traffic flow, etc.

· Kruper feels that the tentative map approval meeting is too late to bring up their concerns about design, traffic flow etc.  
Kinney suggested could we have the plan for services that will be submitted to LafCo brought to our committee for review.  MN stated the plan for services could be reviewed by the PC LafCo is looking for proof that the City can provide the City Services for the residents that move into the subdivision.  MN the PC is the final decision for maps before final approval.  All requirements must be satisfied and reviewed by the Planning Commission before it is approved.

The motion carried by unanimous vote.  
Commissioner Johnson made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Cozeby to recommend that the City Council approve Resolution 2016-07 awarding 301 housing units as the 2016 housing unit allocation as follows:
· 60 allocations to Gary Nelson project on southeast corner of Kamm and 18th Avenue for single family units

· 94 allocations to Erickson project at 14143 S Academy for single family units

· 147 allocation to West Star Construction, Inc at 13696 & 13774 S. Mendocino Avenue for 129 single family units and 18 multifamily units. 

The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
